To Whom It May Concern,

I have enjoyed reading products printed by your company. Some in the printing industry have taken significant steps to lessen their impact on the environment. I am writing to you in the hope that you have taken or are considering similar steps within your organisation.

In September 2007, a Sensis survey found that 37 per cent of Small to Medium Enterprises were trying to reduce their environmental impact through more recycling and energy efficiency initiatives. A recent issue of printing trade publication Australian ProPrint, moreover, discusses moves towards sustainable practices within the printing industry.

Printing represents a conspicuous, often quite public use of sensitive raw materials, like papers, inks and energy. I am sending this letter in the hope I may begin to read more of efforts to improve resource efficiency, and to utilise environmentally friendly materials by printers and publishers.
